  Genus/species: Escherichia coli (first mention), then E. coli.

  Genes: p53; proteins: P53.

4.3  Numbers
  1–9: words (two groups, five samples); ≥10: numerals (10 patients, 20 mg).
  Sentence start: spell out (Twelve mice were used).
  Units/symbols: numerals (3 mL, 5%).
4.4  Punctuation
  Oxford comma: A, B, and C.

  Quotation marks: Commas/periods inside (“key finding.”).
4.5  Percentage
  Use Arabic numerals plus the symbol %: 30%, 50%.
  Use word number and “percent” in the beginning of a sentence:

Ten percent of the orange trees were infected.
